Calculator Cheat Sheet
Remember:  When using the calculator you still want to show your work!  Use the calculator as a checking tool!  If you are able to use a calculator, take advantage of the opportunity!  Calculators can be a useful tool if you use it correctly and carefully!  You will still be responsible for choosing the operation you want to do when solving word problems.    

Practice doesn’t make perfect, perfect practice makes perfect!  

Clear your calculator

Before you begin using your calculator always press the on and clear button at the same time to clear the memory.  Sometimes there are settings that will be set incorrectly for what you are doing and your calculator needs to be cleared.  If you do not do this your calculator may give you crazy answers!

Basic Operations

If you are typing in basic operation problems such as division, multiplication, subtraction, addition or problems that have several operations and need to be completed in the correct order make sure to type the numbers in the correct order and include (parentheses).  

Dividing

Int ÷ 
If you are dividing and the quotient has a decimal when you use the division button; this button will give you the answer with a remainder!

-Flip over for using the calculator with fractions and decimals-

Fractions

· To insert a fraction in the calculator use the n  button to insert the numerator.  Type in the number first and then push the numerator button.  Your curser will automatically prepare to type in the denominator.  

· Use the simp button to simplify fractions.  You may have to press the simp button and the Enter button several times before the fraction is in simplest form.  

· The unit button separates whole numbers and fractions if you are punching in a mixed number.   Type in the whole number then the unit button then the fraction.  
· The Fractions to decimals button          will change a fraction to a decimal and vice versa.   Type in the fraction, press Enter, then press the fraction to decimal button 
Rounding decimals
Type the decimal on the calculator

1. Press the red fix button

2. Press the red decimal button you want to round to

3. Press equal sign

4. Remember to clear calculator to take off the fix button
